Courage to stay strong - As coaches we have to make decisions that may not 

be popular but we need to do what is correct for the players and have the cour-

age to stand behind our decisions. 

Self-confidence - We need to have confidence in ourselves and if we do, it will 

translate in our abilities to motivate our players. 

Learn From Mistakes - We are going to make mistakes; but, the trick is not to 

repeat them but rather learn from them. Let the past be the past and have the 

ability to learn from it and move on. 

Willingness to change - We can not be so set in our ways that we are not flexible enough or willing to change 

our approach to meet the demands of our players or the game itself. 

Emotional Intelligence - We need to have the ability to make intelligent decisions and not permit our emotions 

to cloud our judgment. 

Self-control - We need to possess the ability to control our emotions so that we can make the best decisions and 

not allow ourselves to get caught up in the moment which could result in a disaster. 

Moral Compass - We need to possess a sense of what is right and wrong. We need to be able to stand by those 

convictions regardless of the outcome. 

Capacity to relax - We need to have the ability to have a calming affect on ourselves as well as others - at prac-

tice, during, or after a game.
